WILL PRESENT THEIR DOCUMENTARIES AT CASA AMERICA

From today through May 11, several Latin American directors will present their films at Casa América, as part of Recording Forgetting, at the 4th Documenta Madrid festival.

MONDAY the 7th at 8:30 pm: Paco Santamaría will present BÁRBAROS
A look at Mexico City through the eyes of different foreigners who have been living there for a long time. Mexico City is the main character of this documentary. cosmopolitan, chaotic, hospitable, and violent, it receives Barbarians from all over the world, who live, learn, and speak about it from their own particular point of view. They give us several portraits of themselves and their relationship with this place.
WEDNESDAY the 9th at 6:30 pm: José Luis Di Zeo and Felipe Valencia will speak about BORGES, UN DESTINO SUDAMERICANO 
Based on the tale El Sur, this film is inspired in the world of Borges through his words, ideas, memories, intimate places... This film allows us to identify him as Dahlman, the main character of said tale, and like him, to come out to the unknown with the knife.
WEDNESDAY the 9th at 8:30 pm: Guadalupe Pérez will present DIARIO ARGENTINO
Lupe, an Argentinean who emigrated to Catalonia during the 2001 crisis, bids farewell to her husband and two small children in Barcelona. She travels to visit her mother during some short vacations to Argentina. Because of her slight dyslexia, Lupe cannot differentiate left from right, and the memories left by this journey force her to look for the causes of her problem beyond psychology and anatomy: her disorientation might come from the recent history of Argentina. A personal story that traces out the shadow of another collective, both profoundly dyslexic.
FRIDAY the 11th at 4:30 pm: Lorena Giachino will present REINALDA DEL CARMEN, MI MAMÁ Y YO
This film seeks to regain and reconstruct the relationship between the director’s mother, who lost her memory due to an accident more than two years ago, and her best friend, who disappeared during the Chilean repression and who was expecting a child at the time of her detention. A fate we do not know; an unsuccessful attempt to regain memory; a reflection on friendship, motherhood, and loss.
